Section 3.6  Jesus Restores
1. Have you ever had an argument with a friend or hurt a friend’s feelings?  How did you make things better?
2. 1 Peter 5:10.  Peter, the disciple who wrote this verse, was one of Jesus’ 12 disciples.  Peter loved Jesus deeply.  He 

also learned that God uses the hard things we go through to make us more like Jesus.  
3. Before Jesus was arrested and taken away to die on the cross, He talked with Peter.  Matthew 26:33-35.  What did 

Jesus say that Peter would do?  What would happen after Peter denied Jesus?  Jesus said that Peter would deny Him 
before the rooster crowed 3 times.  But verse 35 tells us that Peter said that he would rather die than to say he didn’t 
know Jesus.

4. Matthew 26:69-75.  What did Peter tell the servant girl in verse 70?  In verse 72, another girl said he was one of the 
disciples.  What did Peter say?  A third time someone said Peter knew Jesus and what did Peter say?  Immediately 
after Peter denied Jesus 3 times, what happened?  What Jesus predicted came true!  Peter felt horrible because Jesus 
saw it all happen. How do you think you would feel if you could see Jesus look at you after you said that you didn’t 
know Him?  Upset?  Sad?  Embarrassed?  Ashamed?

5. God loved Peter just like God loves you.  Remember that God is patient, and He won’t give up on us.  John 21 tells the 
story of Peter spending time with Jesus, and Jesus restoring (making right) their relationship.  

6. John 21:15-19.  Jesus restored Peter, and it changed him forever.  Peter learned what it meant to stand up and say that 
he knew Jesus when others might hate him for it.  Peter reminds us that God will give us the strength that we need to 
do what He wants us to do, and He will be glorified.
